They told me the big black Lab's name was Reggie 
as I looked at him lying in his pen. the shelter was 
clean, no-kill, and the people really friendly. 
I'd only been in the area for six months, but everywhere 
I went in the small college town, people were welcoming and 
open. Everyone waves when you pass them on the street. 
 
But something was still missing as I attempted to 
settle in to my new life here, and I thought a dog 
couldn't hurt. Give me someone to talk to. 
And I had just seen Reggie's advertisement on the local 
news. The shelter said they had received numerous 
calls right after, but they said the people who had come 
down to see him just didn't look like "Lab 
people," whatever that meant. They must've 
thought I did. 
 
But at first, I thought the shelter had misjudged me 
in giving me Reggie and his things, which consisted of a dog 
pad, bag of toys almost all of which were brand new tennis 
balls, his dishes, and a sealed letter from his previous 
owner. See, Reggie and I didn't really hit it off 
when we got home. We struggled for two weeks (which is 
how long the shelter told me to give him to adjust to his 
new home). Maybe it was the fact that I was trying to 
adjust, too. Maybe we were too much alike. 
 
For some reason, his stuff (except for the tennis 
balls - he wouldn't go anywhere without two stuffed in 
his mouth) got tossed in with all of my other unpacked 
boxes. I guess I didn't really think he'd need 
all his old stuff, that I'd get him new things once he 
settled in.. but it became pretty clear pretty soon 
that he wasn't going to. 
 
I tried the normal commands the shelter told me he 
knew, ones like "sit" and "stay" and 
"come" and "heel," and he'd follow 
them - when he felt like it. He never really seemed to 
listen when I called his name - sure, he'd look in my 
direction after the fourth of fifth time I said it, but then 
he'd just go back to doing whatever. When I'd 
ask again, you could almost see him sigh and then grudgingly 
obey. 
 
This just wasn't going to work. He chewed a 
couple shoes and some unpacked boxes. I was a little 
too stern with him and he resented it, I could tell. 
The friction got so bad that I couldn't wait for the two 
weeks to be up, and when it was, I was in full-on search 
mode for my cell phone amid all of my unpacked stuff. I 
remembered leaving it on the stack of boxes for the guest 
room, but I also mumbled, rather cynically, that the 
"damn dog probably hid it on me." 
 
Finally I found it, but before I could punch up the 
shelter's number, I also found his pad and other toys 
from the shelter.. I tossed the pad in Reggie's 
direction and he snuffed it and wagged, some of the most 

enthusiasm I'd seen since bringing him home. But 
then I called, "Hey, Reggie, you like that? Come 
here and I'll give you a treat." Instead, he 
sort of glanced in my direction - maybe "glared" 
is more accurate - and then gave a discontented sigh and 
flopped down. With his back to me.  
 
Well, that's not going to do it either, I 
thought. And I punched the shelter phone number. 
 
But I hung up when I saw the sealed envelope. I 
had completely forgotten about that, too. "Okay, 
Reggie," I said out loud, "let's see if 
your previous owner has any advice.".... .....

To Whoever Gets My Dog: 
 
Well, I can't say that I'm 
happy you're reading this, a letter I told the shelter 
could only be opened by Reggie's new owner. 
 
I'm not even happy writing it. If you're 
reading this, it means I just got back from my last car ride 
with my Lab after dropping him off at the shelter. He 
knew something was different. I have packed up his pad 
and toys before and set them by the back door before a trip, 
but this time.... it's like he knew something was 
wrong. And something is wrong... which is why I have 
to go to try to make it right. 
 
So let me tell you about my Lab in 
the hopes that it will help you bond with him and he with 
you. 
 
First, he loves tennis balls. 
the more the merrier. Sometimes I think he's part 
squirrel, the way he hordes them. He usually always 
has two in his mouth, and he tries to get a third in 
there. Hasn't done it yet. Doesn't 
matter where you throw them, he'll bound after it, so be 
careful - really don't do it by any roads. I made 
that mistake once, and it almost cost him 
dearly. 
 
Next, commands. Maybe the 
shelter staff already told you, but I'll go over them 
again: Reggie knows the obvious ones - 
"sit," "stay," "come," 
"heel.." He knows hand signals: 
"back" to turn around and go back when you put 
your hand straight up; and "over" if you put your 
hand out right or left. "Shake" for shaking 
water off, and "paw" for a high-five. He 
does "down" when he feels like lying down - I bet 
you could work on that with him some more. He knows 
"ball" and "food" and "bone" 
and "treat" like nobody's 
business. 
 

TO WHOEVER GETS MY DOG 



I trained Reggie with small food 
treats. Nothing opens his ears like little pieces of 
hot dog. 
 
Feeding schedule: twice a 
day, once about seven in the morning, and again at six in 
the evening. Regular store-bought stuff; the shelter 
has the brand. 
 
He's up on his shots. 
Call the clinic on 9th Street and update his info with 
yours; they'll make sure to send you reminders for when 
he's due. Be forewarned: Reggie hates the 
vet. Good luck getting him in the car - I don't 
know how he knows when it's time to go to the vet, but 
he knows.  
 
Finally, give him some time. 
I've never been married, so it's only been Reggie 
and me for his whole life. He's gone everywhere 
with me, so please include him on your daily car rides if 
you can. He sits well in the backseat, and he 
doesn't bark or complain. He just loves to be 
around people, and me most especially.. 
 
Which means that this transition is 
going to be hard, with him going to live with someone new.  
 
And that's why I need to share 
one more bit of info with you.... 
 
 
His name's not Reggie. 
 
I don't know what made me do 
it, but when I dropped him off at the shelter, I told them 
his name was Reggie. He's a smart dog, he'll 
get used to it and will respond to it, of that I have no 
doubt. but I just couldn't bear to give them his 
real name. For me to do that, it seemed so final, that 
handing him over to the shelter was as good as me admitting 
that I'd never see him again. And if I end up 
coming back, getting him, and tearing up this letter, it 
means everything's fine. But if someone else is 
reading it, well... well it means that his new owner should 
know his real name. It'll help you bond with 
him. Who knows, maybe you'll even notice a change 
in his demeanor if he's been giving you 
problems. 
 
His real name is Tank. 
 
Because that is what I drive. 
 
Again, if you're reading this 
and you're from the area, maybe my name has been on the 
news. I told the shelter that they couldn't make 
"Reggie" available for adoption until they 
received word from my company commander. See, my 
parents are gone, I have no siblings, no one I could've 
left Tank with... and it was my only real request of the 
Army upon my deployment to Iraq, that they make one phone 
call the the shelter.... in the "event"... to tell 
them that Tank could be put up for adoption. Luckily, 
my colonel is a dog guy, too, and he knew where my platoon 
was headed. He said he'd do it 
personally. And if you're reading this, then 
he made good on his word. 
 
Well, this letter is getting to 
downright depressing, even though, frankly, I'm just 
writing it for my dog. I couldn't imagine if I was 
writing it for a wife and kids and family. but still, 
Tank has been my family for the last six years, almost as 

long as the Army has been my family. 
 
And now I hope and pray that you 
make him part of your family and that he will adjust and 
come to love you the same way he loved me. 
 
That unconditional love from a dog 
is what I took with me to Iraq as an inspiration to do 
something selfless, to protect innocent people from those 
who would do terrible things... and to keep those terrible 
people from coming over here. If I had to give up Tank 
in order to do it, I am glad to have done so. He was 
my example of service and of love. I hope I honored 
him by my service to my country and comrades. 
 
All right, that's enough. 
I deploy this evening and have to drop this letter off at 
the shelter. I don't think I'll say another 
good-bye to Tank, though. I cried too much the first 
time. Maybe I'll peek in on him and see if he 
finally got that third tennis ball in his 
mouth. 
 
Good luck with Tank. Give him 
a good home, and give him an extra kiss goodnight - every 
night - from me.

Preamble 
 
 
♦ The Xoloitzcuintli Club of America felt that there was a strong 
need for an organization to rescue dogs using a system of foster 
homes and volunteers within our breed. XRL started from there, 
we are a group that operates privately and with 501c3 
registration through Rescue Alliance of Hairless and Other 
Breeds, we are no longer affiliated with XCA. 

♦ To date we have rescued a lot of dogs: Xolos, Cresteds, PIOs, 
AHTs and mixes thereof. The system has been an overwhelming 
success and with our thorough matching system we have not had 
an adoption not work out. 
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Article I – Name of the Organization 
1.0 The Organization shall be known as the Xolo Rescue League 

(registered with Rescue Alliance of Hairless and Other Breeds) and 
hereinafter shall be referred to as XRL. 

 
 
Article II – Purpose of XRL 
1.0 The Mandate of XRL is: 

a. To rescue and rehabilitate abused and/or abandoned dogs in 
North America;  

b. To re-home unwanted dogs in North America that otherwise 
would be destroyed because of irresponsible owners; 

c. To provide, a support system for families struggling to keep 
their dog(s) by providing counsel on a short-term basis; 

d. To educate children, on how to choose and care for a pet, how 
to approach a strange dog, and what to do if a dog chases you. 

 
 
Article III – Structure 
1.0 XRL is composed of Directors and volunteers. 
 
2.0 Directors must be individuals, 18 years of age, with power under 

law to contract and be a member in good standing with a well-
known rescue organization. The Directors of whom a majority shall 
constitute a quorum shall manage the property and business of the 
rescue. They must also never have been convicted or accused of 
animal cruelty anywhere in the world! 

 
3.1 The Board of Directors shall include the following positions, 

a. President 
b. Vice President  
c. Director in Charge of Fundraising 
d. Director from RA registration club. 
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e. Director in Charge of Adoption and Rescue  
 

 
 
Article IV – Board of Directors 
 
 
1.0 If no member wishes to step down or is not removed by a majority 

vote in any given year an election need not be held 
 
 
Article V – Membership 

1.0 Membership in any other organization shall not be the 
responsibility of XRL. In no way reflects on the XRL.  

 
 
 

2.0 The Directors shall serve as such without remuneration or shall 
directly or indirectly receive any profit from her/his position as 
such; provided that a Director may be paid reasonable expenses 
incurred by her/him in the performance of their duties- i.e.: 
vet bill refunds etc.. XRL in no way provides any kind of 
financial or other gain to its volunteers. 

 
 
Article VI – Finances 
1.0 All monies collected by or donated to XRL shall be used solely to 

benefit the animals rescued. XRL bills include very basic veterinary 
services, advertising, mail out/postage costs, as well as 
miscellaneous purchases for dogs in foster care. 

2.0 Veterinary care shall include basic shots, spay/neuter, chipping, 
health checks, deworming and kept to a minimum to insure the 
monies cover our yearly expenses, this shall not include pre 
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anesthetic fluids, removal of lumps and other small articles nor 
shall it include such items as retained teeth, dentals etc. unless a 
spay or neuter is being done at the same time prior to adoption. 
The adopting family will need to take responsibility for such 
occurrences. 

3.0 Any extraordinary care deemed necessary shall be decided upon by 
the president or vice president and not the fostering unit. 

 
 
 
4.0 All organizations proposing to hold fundraisers on behalf of XRL 

must donate their services. XRL shall not spend money donated by 
the private or public sector for the purpose of payment to said 
organizations.  

 
Article VII – Amendments to the Constitution 
1.0 The Constitution of the XRL may only be repealed or amended by a 

meeting of the Board of Directors.  
 
 
2.0 Such changes shall come into force and effect at such time as the 

changes are approved by the Board of Directors, and will remain in 
effect until voted upon at the next meeting.  

 
 
Article VIII – Dissolution of XRL 
 
In the event that XRL disbands or ceases to exist in any year: 
 
1.0 Upon dissolution of the organization, all remaining assets shall be 

distributed to registered charitable organizations that carry on 
activities solely for rescue in hairless dogs.  
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There is a forever home for everyone; you just have to find it.

XOLO RESCUE LEAGUE POLICIES 
 
 
XRL will foster stray, abandoned, neglected, unwanted, and abused Xolos, Chinese Cresteds, American 
Hairless Terriers, Peruvian Inca Orchids and mixes there of (as long as the mixes are hairless) and re-
home them. XRL members will strive to find the right home best suited to an individual dog. We will not 
place dogs simply as a means to move them out. XRL defines a “good” home as one that is a match 
for the dog’s temperament, energy level and training requirements. A good home must meet both 
the physical and psychological needs of the dog.  
 
XRL will strive to educate the public on humane treatment, lifelong commitment, responsible dog 
ownership, and population control through spaying and neutering.  
 
All dogs and puppies that come into XRL will be vaccinated (if no documentation or vaccinations past 
due) and micro chipped. 
 
All dogs are spayed or neutered prior to adoption! 
 
All dogs are vaccinated prior to adoption unless appropriate medical documentation accompanies the dog 
at time of surrender. If any medical condition arises prior to adoption, medical consultation will be sought 
and provided as needed. All medical problems are disclosed prior to adoption. XRL is committed to 
ensuring all dogs are in reasonable health prior to adoption. Some dogs may be adopted with underlying 
medical conditions but they will be identified as special needs. XRL will attempt to provide at minimum a 
diagnosis prior to adoption. Some conditions may not show up until the dog has been in a new furever 
home for a time- this is not XRL’ s responsibility as not all issues can be discovered but we do wish to be 
notified if anything like this happens in the life of the dog.  
 
All dogs surrendered to XRL from individuals will be accompanied by a intake questionnaire detailing 
behavior of the dog and circumstances of surrender, as well as a legal surrender form signed. The intake 
coordinator may clarify or ask for additional information, or request a behavioral assessment. The intake 
coordinator will request information about dogs coming from veterinary clinics and shelters but the intake 
questionnaire need not be completed. As much information and history as possible will be obtained prior 
to transfer to XRL. 
 
XRL will accept dogs with known medical conditions with reasonable prognoses on a case-by-case basis. 
Once committed to a dog, XRL will do everything it can to ensure a positive outcome as long as the dog 



can be treated humanely and can be adopted. If a dog must be destroyed for humane reasons, XRL will 
make sure that it is done as quickly and painlessly as possible and only by a veterinarian. 
 
XRL will accept dogs with behavioral issues on a case-by-case basis. In many cases behavioral issues 
may not become known until in foster care or sometimes after adoption. The foster home will report any 
behavioral issues to the directors. Resources will be provided to the foster home by either a XRL director 
or a veterinarian on how to deal with the issue(s). Where needed, XRL will seek help from qualified 
individuals or veterinarians and provide financial resources if available so that an obedience class can be 
taken. Agility classes can also be used to boost confidence and increase socialization for the dog. XRL 
encourages foster homes to socialize their foster dogs with both animals and people. If all efforts have 
failed, XRL may consider putting the dog to sleep but only as a last resort. 
 
XRL will accept dog-aggressive dogs on a case-by-case basis. In some cases XRL may take in dog 
aggressive dogs and place them in a qualified foster home where the dog will receive behavior 
modification through positive means. Behavioral evaluations will be done prior to adoption. Extra 
precaution will be taken in finding the right home for these dogs. Every possible effort will be made to 
help the dog however, if the dog is deemed to be beyond help in regards to dog aggression we will strive 
to place it in a home without other pets and with knowledgeable people or it will be put to sleep as a last 
resort. XRL does not adopt out overtly dog-aggressive dogs. 
 
XRL will accept dogs with a bite history on a case-by-case basis and every possible effort will be made to 
help the dog.  Any dog with a bite history will undergo a behavioral evaluation prior to being accepted 
into the XRL. If an aggressive incident occurs while in the care of XRL, a behavioral evaluation will be 
done. If the dog is deemed unadoptable (i.e. threat to human safety), severely aggressive, and beyond 
help, it will not be adopted out but will be put to sleep. XRL does not adopt out overtly human aggressive 
dogs. 
 
All dogs surrendered to XRL are placed in loving foster homes where they receive love and attention. 
Foster homes work on house training, socializing, crate training, and basic obedience. At time of 
interview with an adoption applicant the foster home is to disclose all information about the dog’s 
behavior, training and health. All medical records are to be transferred to adopter at time of adoption. 
Minimal stay in a foster home is 14 days, average is approximately 3 months but stays are as long as 
necessary until a suitable home can be found. 
 
All interested adopters must fill out the adoption application. Upon tentative approval of the adoption 
application (by the adoption coordinator), the application will be forwarded to the foster home. The foster 
home will possibly discuss the dog with the potential adopter because they know the dog the best. The 
foster home will arrange a time for the adopter to meet with the dog (if possible; excluding long distance 
adoptions). The foster home is expected to provide feedback (to the adoption coordinator) on the potential 
adopter in terms of a suitable match for the dog. 
 
Adoption applications are not considered approved until a home-visit is done. Home visits include 
inspection of the home and yard to ensure the dog’s safety, and a discussion with the potential adopters 
(all family members must be present) about care of the rescued dog. Any concerns about either the dog 
(i.e. behavior, special needs, continued training) or potential adopter (i.e. dog will be left outside 
unattended for long periods of time, concerns about the application) will be discussed at this time.  
XRL does not adopt to outdoor only homes.  
 
XRL will adopt to any location in North America except for Hawaii as long as the adoption application 
and home visit / references are approved. Any transporting and crate costs are the responsibility of the 
adopter. 
 



Prior to finalization of the adoption, the adopter will be given an option (recommended) to take the dog 
on trial for a maximum of 2 weeks to ensure the dog is a good fit for their family and life style, the 
adoption fee will be returned but the shipping costs will not and the shipping to return the dog is at the 
adoptors cost- XRL may help with this on a case by case basis. The adopter may return the dog without 
penalty and may request a visit with a different dog, at the adoption coordinators discretion.  
 
At time of adoption, the adopter must sign a contract with XRL. Specific requirements for adoption may 
be added at the discretion of the adoption coordinator. An obedience class is mandatory for any adopted 
puppy (this may be waved if the adopter has considerable dog experience, or is actively involved in dog 
sports, or location is too remote to access a class). The adopter will be provided with information on how 
to care for their dog and where necessary handouts on training or behavioral problems will be given. 
Adopters are informed that XRL and the foster home are available for consult if unforeseen issues arise 
after adoption. In addition, adopters will be contacted via email, approximately 3 months after adoption to 
remind adopters that XRL is available as a resource if needed.  
 
XRL takes responsibility of dogs in its care for life. If for whatever reason the adoption does not work 
out, the dog must be returned to XRL. In the event that an owner of a XRL dog should experience family 
or personal crisis, XRL must be contacted and possible arrangements for the care of the dog or for the 
return of the dog will be made. 
 
In the event of an abused dog being reported to XRL, directors will strive to work with the persons 
involved to obtain the dog. Failing this or in the event of serious abuse XRL members will make a report 
to the local authority. 
 
A pre-set adoption fee is charged for every dog but a special case may be determined by the directors.  
 
XRL intake coordinator may ask for a donation toward the care of a dog that is surrendered into XRL’s 
care.
